1. Praise the Lord because AWT is blossoming through 
Technology. July marked the one year anniversary of the 
redeveloped website and creation of our Facebook 
group. The new website has had 20,808 visitors of which 
18,390 were new users. Our Facebook group has around 
5,000 members of which approximately 40 are extremely 
active on the site.  The Arabic Bible has been 
downloaded 23 times in the past 3 months.  We have also 
learned that Saudi Arabia continues to be in the top 3 
countries that uses the website. 
 
2. We praise God for having the opportunity to invite and 
build relationships with women from the community 
around us through our "Jordan Women Program” The 
purpose is to change the wrong practices and wrong 
thinking that is dominated by the shame and honor 
culture.  
The first workshop focused on “Domestic violence”. We 
discussed the different age stages for children and how 
to introduce the sexual education and protect our 
children away from shame mindset. 
 
3. Praise the Lord for our new partnership with Hope For 
The Heart Ministry, based in Plano, Texas. The first set of 
three books of the Biblical Counseling Keys for June 
Hunt was translated to Arabic and launched in Jordan, 
Lebanon and Iraq. The next set will be published next 
spring. 
 
3. We praise God for the freedom we have in Jordan to be 
able to worship the Lord. We are thankful for the unity we 
are witnessing among the different evangelical churches. 
We are more aware of the power of prayer for our lives 
and country. 
 
4. Praise the Lord for new Operation Manager - Maran 
Maayah. Both AWT management and the team are 
excited about the new blessings coming ahead and how 
the Lord will continue to use us to reach and equip the 
Arab women.
